Holiday Apartment 
“Casa Sogn Giacun Guyet” 

Via Sogn Giacun 43 
CH-7165 Breil/Brigels 
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Using the Apple TV placed on top of the 

→ Blu-ray/DVD player, you can use 

AirPlay to stream media (audio, photos, video) 

from your smartphone or tablet to the → TV. 

For playback, the → TV must be set to AV 

channel “HDMI 1 [AppleTV]”. 

All essential information regarding arrival and 

departure can be found in the documents sent 

to you in advance by email. If you have any 

questions, feel free to contact your hosts, Bärbel 

and Sven Guyet:

Both → banks have ATMs accessible from 

outside, available 24/7. Common credit cards 

are accepted. 

The bakery store is located below the 

village church near Hotel Frisal. The 

bakery itself is only about 100 m from the 

apartment toward the village center. 

Tip: For the duration of your stay, pre‑order 

bread and rolls for pickup directly at the bakery 

(during peak season also on Sundays!). 

There are two banks in the village: 

Raiffeisenbank (village center, opposite Volg 

→ supermarket), and  Graubündner Kantonal-

bank, GKB (village center, next to the → Post 

office). 

The artificial bathing lake in Brigels, located 

next to the Pradas Resort and the chairlift 

parking area, is ideal for swimming and relaxing 

in pleasant weather. A larger lake facility – 

Caumasee – with boat rental, sunbathing lawns, 

and a restaurant is in Flims Waldhaus (approx. 

27 km).  

Bed linen, bathroom towels, dish towels, and 

kitchen towels are provided and included in the 

rental price. Beds are made upon your arrival. 

Bike → Mountain biking 

You can use the Blu-ray/DVD player to play 

films and audio CDs. For play-back, the → TV 

must be set to AV channel “HDMI 2 [BluRay]”. 

Please handle the device carefully; the disc tray 

is delicate. But you probably won’t need any of 

this anyway … 

The Schmed butcher shop, located in the 

village center next to the parish church below 

Hotel Alpina, offers not only the classic 

selection of beef, veal, pork, and poultry but 

also an assortment of excellent game meats, as 

well as fruit brandies from the award-winning 

distillery Dagout in Ilanz.

A children’s playground is in the village 

center opposite the church or the supermarket. 

Cheminée → Fireplace 

Brigels has various churches. In addition to the 

large village church, you will find St. Martin 

near Hotel Mulin and St. Eusebius on a nearby 

hill. More information is available at the 

→ Tourist Office. 

Cushions and sheepskins for the terrace 

furniture are stored in the lockable garden box 

on the terrace. The key is in the apartment’s key 

cabinet. Before departure, please return all 

cushions to the box (only when completely 

dry!), lock it, and place the key back in the key 

cabinet next to the entrance door. 

The local dairy offers excellent cheese 

from its own production and the region, 

including raclette and fondue cheese. Fondue 

and raclette equipment can be borrowed upon 

request. 

To use the dishwasher, switch it on and press 

the button for the desired program. From left to 

right: heavily soiled pots, normal dishes, eco 

program, lightly soiled dishes, cups/glasses. 

Please use “3‑in‑1” tabs (including rinse aid and 

salt). The lower two indicator lights show when 

rinse aid or salt needs refilling. Wait until the 

program has fully finished (third indicator light 

from the top). If necessary, switch on the three 

“GWA” fuses in the hallway fuse box. A green 

water shut‑off valve is located under the sink.  

The local doctor, a general practitioner named 

Dr. Patric Maissen, has his practice right across 

from the small chapel of Sogn Giacun. You can 

reach him at 081 920 1111.

The fireplace (cheminée) is available for 

your use. Firewood can be purchased at the 

Volg → supermarket. 

Important: Before lighting the fire, please 

make sure to open the chimney draft flap to 

prevent smoke from entering the apartment and 

posing a health risk. To do this, set the lever on 

the wall facing the television to a vertical 

position and open the flap on the exterior wall 

of the terrace. After the fire has burned down, 

ensure that both flaps are closed again. 

An electric fire starter is in the wardrobe. Place 

it under the stacked wood and plug it into a 

socket. Once the wood begins to glow, remove 

the fire starter (caution: extremely hot!) and let 

it cool outside. 

The garage belonging to the apartment is 

the fifth (last) one when viewed from the 

house entrance — the one on the far left next to 

the mailboxes, labeled “Guyet”. The garage 

door can be opened with the main key.

Green fees for the Brigels golf course start at 60 

or 100 CHF (9‑ or 18‑hole round, Monday–

Friday, as of 02/2026). At the chairlift parking 

area, you can practice tee shots (into the lake!) 

and putting. More information is available at the 

office near the parking area or online. The 

nearest additional golf course is in Sedrun 

(approx. 30 km). For smaller-scale fun, there is 

a nicely designed → mini‑golf course. 

The complimentary Surselva Guest Cards, 

available during the summer months (May to 

October), allow you to enjoy many attractive 

offers in Brigels and the surrounding area — 

including a ride on the mountain lift, mini golf, 

the swimming pool in Ilanz, and much more. 

Information on how to activate and use the guest 

card can be found in the information folder in 

the apartment. 

There are hiking trails in and around 

Brigels for every taste and fitness level. 

With prior arrangement (best done at the 

→ Tourist Office), multi‑day tours with 

overnight stays in mountain huts are also 

possible. Maps and information are available at 

the Tourist Office. 

Indoor pool → Swimming pool 

 

Internet is available free of charge via 

→ Wi-Fi. Bandwidth: 500 Mbit/s (download) 

and 100 Mbit/s (upload). Access data: see

 You can play mini‑golf on selected days 

and times at the beautifully designed 

course above the → bathing lake near the 

→ tennis courts. You can reach it either from 

the chairlift parking area by following the path 

past the lake, or by turning left above the Reni 

Sport AG sports shop. 

Brigels and the surrounding area are ideal for 

(e-)mountain biking. Information on suitable 

routes is available at the → Tourist Office or 

online. (E-)Bikes can be rented at the → sports 

shops in the village. 

  

 

Opening hours of local shops vary and 

may change during the season. A current 

overview is available at the → Tourist Office. 

Most shops close for lunch between 12:00 and 

13:30 (sometimes until 15:00). 

There is unfortunately no pharmacy in 

Brigels; the nearest one is in Ilanz (approx. 

18 km). In urgent cases, the local → doctor’s 

practice may be able to help.

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There is a post office in the village center at the 

bus stop between the Volg → supermarket and 

the Graubündner Kantonalbank.  

  

 

If you prefer not to cook, you can choose 

from a variety of restaurants. Highly 

recommended: Casa Fausta Capaul (elegant, 

traditional, next to the village church), Hotel 

Alpina (excellent hot‑stone steaks), Hotel La 

Val, Hotel Kistenpass (at the village exit). 

Also recommended: Restaurant Tödi (fantastic 

wood‑fired pizzas and excellent game dishes),  

Restaurant Vinzenz (also wood‑fired pizza),  

Ustria Surselva at the village square, La 

Famusa (opened 2020 at the base station of the 

ski area). 

The → TV in the apartment includes a card 

for digital satellite TV and an access card 

for Swiss channels (SRF 1, SRF zwei, SRF 

info). 

In suitable winter conditions, a sledding run 

(“Schlittenweg”) begins close to the apartment. 

Follow the road uphill and after approx. 150 m, 

turn left.

To reach the ski area (approx. 1 km), follow the 

road downhill toward the village center. After 

100 m above the bakery, turn left, then right, 

pass Hotel La Val, and you will reach the 

chairlift parking area. This is also the starting 

point for the cross‑country ski trails. During 

peak season, a free shuttle bus runs every 30 

minutes between the post bus stop and the 

chairlift. 

For variety, you can visit the ski areas of 

Flims/Laax (with summer skiing), Disentis, or 

Sedrun/Oberalp (connection to Andermatt). 

The Obersaxen ski area on the opposite side of 

the valley is also extensive and scenic.  

Ski service and rental are available at the 

→ sports shops. 

The Brigels ski school offers courses for almost 

all ages and skill levels. Information is available 

at the ski school office at the chairlift parking 

area. The children’s practice slope is located 

directly next to it. 

In Vals (approx. 1 hour by car), you will find 

the famous Vals Thermal Baths, a spa built 

from 60,000 slabs of Vals quartzite and 

protected as a historic monument. Due to high 

demand, reservations are recommended during 

peak season (081 926 8008 / 081 926 8961). 

Also beautiful: the modern Tamina Therme in 

Bad Ragaz (approx. 1 hour).  

There are two sports shops in Brigels: 

Intersport Pradas (chairlift parking area), and 

Reni Sport AG (above the Volg → supermarket; 

rental branch at the chairlift parking area). 

The Volg supermarket in the village center 

next to the post office offers everything for daily 

needs. Additionally, the village has a bakery, a 

butcher, a dairy, and a small electronics shop. 

For larger shopping trips, drive to Ilanz (Coop 

with large hardware store and Aldi next door, or 

Migros or Lidl). 

The nearest public indoor swimming pool is in 

Laax (approx. 25 km), above the lake. Opening 

hours are usually 10:00–21:30; please check 

online for exact times. Facilities include a 25‑m 

pool, a non‑swimmer pool, and a 40‑m tube 

slide. A small indoor pool with sauna is also 

available at the Pradas Resort in Brigels; 

inquire onsite whether non‑resort guests may 

use it. During summer holidays, Ilanz offers an 

outdoor pool: Fontanivas, Paradiesgärtli, 7130 

Ilanz, Tel. 081 925 2514. 

Taxi Mario (Tel. 081 941 2222) provides 

transport by bus or limousine to any 

destination, including off‑route locations upon 

request. 

You can play tennis on the local club’s courts 

above the → bathing lake (reservation 

required). Access is either from the chairlift 

parking area by following the path past the lake, 

or by turning left above the Reni Sport AG 

→ sports shop. 

Terrace box → Cushions 

For information about your stay, excursions, 

hotels, opening hours, and events, visit the 
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Tourist Office in the village center on the small 

street between the Volg → supermarket and the 

→ post office. Phone: 081 920 1100.

The TV in the apartment has a satellite 

reception card and a smartcard for decoding 

Swiss TV channels. You can view the channel 

list using the “OK” button on the remote 

control. Please do not change the order of the 

channels. We cannot guarantee the availability 

of specific channels; normally, the three Swiss 

channels and the German free‑TV channels are 

available and stored on the first approx. 40 

positions. 

 

 

Cleaning supplies and a vacuum cleaner 

are in the hallway wardrobe. 

The visitor’s tax is billed annually by the 

apartment owners and is already included in the 

rental price. A separate guest registration at the 

→ Tourist Office is not required. 

Volg → Supermarket 

Washing machine and tumble dryer for 

shared use are in the multipurpose room 

on the ground floor. To supply power, set the 

regulator in the basement hallway to the correct 

apartment. Using the labeled key from the key 

cabinet, switch the power from “0” to “1”. After 

use, switch back to “0” and return the key to the 

cabinet. 

Waste must be disposed of in official garbage 

bags, available at the → supermarket. The price 

includes disposal fees. For the apartment’s bin, 

you need 35‑liter bags. Full bags should be tied 

and taken to the depot about 100 m away next 

to the bakery. Glass and PET containers are 

located further toward the village center and 

between the → supermarket and the Reni Sport 

AG → sports shop. There is also a container for 

tin cans and bottle caps. 

Wellness facilities are available at the nearby 

hotels Mischun and La Val. At La Val’s 

“Mountain Spa” you can enjoy various saunas, 

a steam bath, cosmetic treatments, massages, 

and other body treatments. Prices are listed on 

the hotel website or available directly at the 

hotel. 

→ Internet access is available via Wi-Fi; the 

router is in the stairwell and usually provides 

good coverage throughout the house and 

partially on the terrace. Your device must 

support WPA2 or WPA3 encryption. The 

network name is “casa‑sogn‑giacun”. You 

should receive the current password from the 

landlord before arrival. If you experience 

issues, please inform the landlord.
